Book Review: Title (12 words at max, 14-Points, Title Case, Bold and Centred)


ABSTRACT
Briefly introduce the book. Your abstract should be a maximum of 100-250 words clearly outlining the contribution of your paper. It should be one single paragraph and no in-text citation is allowed in the abstract.

KEYWORDS
A total of ten (10) representative keywords, separated with semicolons, all in lower case. 



Suggested structure:

INTRODUCTION

Introduction to the topic and overview of the content of the book: background, purpose, audience/users.

Text: For the body of your document, use Arial font, 10-point font size, single-spaced. The whole document should be fully justified (not only left-justified). No headers and footers, no page numbers. Headings should be as follows.

FIRST LEVEL HEADING
SECOND LEVEL HEADING
Third Level Heading

Figures: Arial, 9-point font size, all captions should be in lower-case, bold, and left-justified. Images must be computer-designed, high quality, and submitted as embedded images in your document.
